Part XVIII - Shellfish Grounds.
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2) Adoption of new regulation “Rhode Island Marine Fisheries Regulations —
Shellfish”, that incorporates all regulatory and management aspects of the above
named regulations that were repealed.

There were no regulatory or management changes with the proposed rulemaking. The
purpose of the proposed changes are only to streamline, de-fragment, clarify, and to
remove unnecessary duplicative, obsolete, and non-regulatory (e.g., statutory,
programmatic) language.
