	Deenie Pacik Giuliano’s 2013 Teen Summer Reading Program is a Fun Fused Glass Class where teens enjoy creating, writing, and drawing on fused glass pendants inspired by their favorite books. They have fun with colorful pre-cut glass, crushed glass, powders, and dichroic glass. Just like volcanoes that spew molten lava from the underground, fused glass is molten at 1480 degrees in the kiln (after the class, back in her home studio). Deenie references art books that demonstrate how reading can be both interesting and fun as part of the art and craft experience. She discusses how books influence her creative process as a professional artist. Making the pendants is easy, fun and a great way to inspire confidence and motivate students to develop artistic and creative skills.
